CONSENT AGREEMENT

1. The Division of Commercial Licensing (“Division’) of the Rhode Island Department of
Business Regulation (“Department™) enters into this Consent Agreement (“Agreement”)
with Patrick Albarracin (“Respondent”) to resolve the above-captioned matter pursuant to
its authority under R.1. Gen. Laws § 42-35-9(d).

2. TItis hereby agreed by and between the Division and the Respondent that the Division will
grant the Respondent’s Application for a Twin River Vendor (Concessionaire) License
upon the following conditions:

(a) The Respondent shall notify the Department in writing within five (5) days of the
occurrence of the following: any arrests, charges, or convictions;

(b) The Respondent shall notify the Department in writing of the results of efforts to have
his record sealed within sixty (60) days of the date of this agreement, with any
supporting court documentation; and

(¢) The Respondent understands that the Department may take action against the license



based on information received as required by this Agreement and/or failure to make a
timely report of required information.

3. In consideration of the foregoing, the Division agrees to withdraw its Order to Show
Cause dated December 16, 2013.

4, Respondent voluntarily waives any right to an adiﬁinistrative hearing and appeal to
Superior Court under the Rhode Island Administrative Procedures Act, R.I. Gen. Laws §
42-35-1 et seq.

5. If Respondent fails to abide by the requirements of this Consent Agreement, the
Department may initiate further administrative proceedings against the Respondent.
